Note
that a negative quantity indicates a
reversal of WIP allocation.

Select the M/F Production Area for
which scrap is to be posted

Option to select a range of MO'’s to

Option to select a vendor to process

Click on this icon to execute the MO
data retrieval

Enter the quantity to scrap. Note that
only issued yet unallocated quantities
can be scrapped. In addition, a
negative scrap quantity will reverse a
prior scrap transaction.

Option to save the transaction and post
later.

Post the transaction to history. Note
that changes cannot be made on posted
transactions.




OM-18 MO Closeout (1 of 2)

Objective: To cost out and close the
Manufacturing Order (MO). Actual costs
can only be determined once a MO is
declared as closed. If necessary, cost
adjustments are posted to ACCPAC I/C.

OM-18 MO Closeout (2 of 2)

Click on the MO Status field and select
“Closed”. MO status options include:

New — MO is new and still inactive.

Approved — MO has been approved but
still inactive

Released — MO is active and can be
processed

On Hold — MO is active but cannot be
processed

Closed — MO has been costed out and
Is permanently closed.

Click on the Save button to post
changes made to the MO.

Upon closeout, M/F compares the
actual MO costs to the pre-defined item
standard costs. Cost adjustments are
posted to I/C if there are variances.




OM-19 MO Resource Consumption (1 of 2)

Objective: To record the actual quantity
and amount of resources (e.g. labor,
overhead, etc.) consumed by a MO. This
affects the total MO cost and is reflected in
I/C after MO closeout.

User: Cost Accounting

Path: ACCPAC\Manufacturing\ M/F
Transactions\ Manufacturing Order

G/L Entries: G/L entries are posted
during MO closeout. See MO Closeout
transaction for details.




OM-19 MO Resource Consumption (2 of 2)

Click on the Operations icon to open the
MO Operations tab folder

Enter the actual setup times for each
MO operation.

Enter the actual run times for each MO
operation.

If necessary, actual resource ratio (e.g.
1:10) and resource cost may also be
edited in the Resource Allocation
Summary box.

Click on the Save button to post
changes made to the MO.

By default, actual resource consumption
Is set to be equal to the projected
resource consumption as defined in the
BOM.




OM-20 MO Tool Consumption (1 of 2)

Objective: To record the actual quantity
and amount of tools consumed by a MO.
This affects the total MO cost and is
reflected in I/C after MO closeout. Note
that tools is considered part of Overhead
costs.

Path: ACCPAC\Manufacturing\ M/F
Transactions\ Manufacturing Order

G/L Entries: G/L entries are posted
during MO closeout. See MO Closeout
transaction for details.




OM-20 MO Tool Consumption (2 of 2)

Click on the Operations button to open
the Operations tab folder.

Click on the Tool search button and
select an appropriate tool from the tool
list.

Enter the actual consumed amount in
the Used Qty field.

Click on the Save button to post the
changes made to the MO.

Tool consumption adds to the overhead
costs of the MO.

Consumption is also recorded against
the tool quantity on hand as displayed in
the Tool Master table.
